
2009 -2010 Homily Report Requirement and Schedule 
 
 
Homily Reports are a requirement for the Sacrament of Confirmation. 
 
Homily Reports begin in October of the 7th grade and continue straight through (including the 
summer) to December of 8th grade.  There is one Homily Report due every month so that a 
total of 15 Homily Reports are done by December 2010.  Eighth graders use the pink form; 
seventh graders use the green form. The form may be obtained from the Religious Education 
Office, or the church website: church@olsnows.org.    (At left click on the Religious Education 
box, scroll to the bottom of the page and click on Homily Report Form). 
 
A schedule is provided to both 7th and 8th graders. The schedule is provided to ensure that one 
Homily Report per month is being fulfilled. 
 
In place of a Homily Report, seventh and eighth graders may sign-in with a catechist and 
attend the Sunday morning 9:30 Mass. The catechist will be available only when Religious 
Instructions are in session from October through the first weekend in May excluding holiday 
weekends.  The sign-in must be done before the bell rings for the Mass to begin.
